	John Howard, a lawyer and president of the Individual Rights Foundation, is working on a political campaign to fight the Federal Government's efforts to restrict grazing and logging on public lands in Otero County New Mexico. He is fighting to take back land from the government, so that it will be owned by Otero County and individual owners, rather than the government. The military, the Federal Bureau of Land Management, and the United States Forest Service own 90 percent of Otero County land. The government restricts logging and grazing for farmers on this land and charges them for it. The Individual Rights Foundation is working with ranchers, and grazers to get the land back.
